AT HAWKSTONE HALL, ENGLAND
Jesus and the Pharisees

During the week beginning January 17, our lectures at
Hawkstone Hall have been given by Fr. Ciaran O’ Callaghan
on the subject of “Understanding the Religious World of
Jesus.” Much of what Fr. Ciaran taught was familiar territory
to me, but it is always helpful to be reminded. Not only is
that true, but it is also helpful to have information that | may
have picked up in the past placed by a good lecturer in a well
structured context.

| was interested in what Fr. Ciaran had to say about the
Pharisees. They alone survived the destruction of Jerusalem
by the Romansin 70 A.D., some 40 years after Jesus. As to
the other religious groups who were in evidence at the time
of Jesus, the Sadducees, the Scribes, the Zealots, the Essenes
and others, they were al eliminated by the Romans.
Consequently at the time that the Gospels were written
(except perhaps for Mark, which was probably pre-70), the
Pharisees represented the only leading body among the Jews
who survived. While before the destruction the Pharisees
may have tolerated the presence in the Temple and the
synagogues of the “followers of the Nazarene”, as fellow
worshippers, after the destruction the Pharisees divorced
themselves totally from al Christians and excluded them
from the synagogues, even persecuting them.

At the time of Jesus the Pharisees in the Holy Land
numbered about 6000. The word Pharisee is derived from the
Hebrew word “Perusim”, meaning the “Untouchables.” The
Pharisees came from all walks of life. They saw themselves
as an exclusive group among the Jews and defined
themselves by this exclusivity through their scrupulous
observance of the law. They saw themselves as “separated”

from those who did not fully observe the law. They took the ten
commandments of God given on Mount Sinai, which in the
course of time had been expanded to 613 commandments, and
then “built a fence” around the 613 by drafting their own
commandments, which were intended to protect the integrity of
the 613.

Jesus could easily have been a Pharisee if he had wanted to be,
but he chose not to because he did not observe the
commandments in the way that the Pharisees did. Jesus did not
believe in the commandments being strictly observed, if they
conflicted with circumstances where compassion, mercy,
forgiveness and kindness called for a different course of action to
be taken when appropriate. For example, Jesus healed on the
Sabbath; “The Sabbath was made for people, not people for the
Sabbath,” he declared.

While Pharisees excluded themselves from those whom they
considered to be not strict commandment observers, Jesus
included everyone in his circle, however sinful their lives may
have been. Jesus' inclusivity cut through the exclusivity of the
Pharisees. Because of his willingness to go to the very heart of
what mattered in human relationships, Jesus was totally alienated
by the Pharisees, who saw society in very different terms.
Pharisees in the main were good, faith-filled people, but their
exclusivity was a serious problem. Their exclusivity tended to
lead to an attitude of pride, self-righteousness, superiority and
injustice. How easily we find ourselves living a life of
exclusivity, without perhaps realizing it. It isincumbent on usto
remember that when it comes to following Jesus, there is no
exclusivity. Everyone is included. We are challenged to reach
out and care for al people, regardiess of likeability, financia or
social position, way of life, or strangeness of behavior, let alone
race, color or religion. None of these elements should be a
barrier to our willingness to be a “neighbor.” Everyone who is
able to be helped by me, whomsoever and wheresoever, that
person is my neighbor.
